Mostly sunny conditions prevailed across all regions during the period under review. Cold mornings led to slight or moderate ground frost in areas such as Henderson and Gweru, while afternoons were warm in most locations. A south-easterly airflow dominated most regions, influenced by a high-pressure system over the subcontinent’s south-east coast. Evaporation rates remained below 40mm nationwide.

· Livestock Care: Provide windbreaks and warm drinking water for livestock, particularly young or vulnerable animals, during cold mornings and evenings.

· Frost-Prone Areas (Kezi, Matopos): Monitor temperatures closely and prioritize frost-resistant crop varieties where possible.

· Soil & Moisture Management: Retain crop residues and minimize tillage to conserve soil moisture during dry, cold conditions.
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
