Among the highest recorded rainfall 
totals were 106 mm in Hwange, 91 mm in 
Wedza, 64 mm in Mukandi, 52 mm in Rusape, 34 
mm in Beitbridge, and 31 mm in Nyanga, while 
all other areas received less than 20 mm.  

Today, mostly cloudy and mild conditions 
prevailed across much of the country, with 
afternoon and evening scattered thunderstorms 
bringing heavy rain to some localities.
