Widespread thunderstorms occurred across the 

country yesterday. The highest rainfall amounts were 

recorded at Rusape (35 mm), Agritex Centenary 

(35mm) and Bikita Agritex (28 mm), Domboshava 

(24 mm), and Henderson (21 mm), while most other 

areas received less than 20 mm of rainfall. 

Today, mostly cloudy and mild conditions prevailed 

during the morning over the southern and eastern 

regions, with the remainder of the country 

experiencing partly cloudy conditions. As the day 

progressed, it became mostly cloudy and warm 

across much of the country, accompanied by 

scattered thunderstorms in some areas.
