The current cloud system over the northern parts of Zimbabwe resulted in 

scattered showers over Mashonaland Central and East, Harare Metropolitan 

and the northern parts of Manicaland with localised heavy falls being received 

in Mutasa Zindi (78mm), Mukandi(72mm), and Hauna Agritex (67mm). Other 

notable rainfall amounts received were 46mm (Mutasa DC), 43mm (Mount 

Darwin and Shamva), 37mm (Guruve), 33mm (Nyanga), and 31mm 

(Henderson). The remaining areas had less than 5mm of rainfall due to the 

cooling effect of south-easterly winds. 

Today mostly cloudy and mild conditions prevailed over much of the country 

with scattered thundershowers being experienced in the northern and eastern 

parts of the country in the afternoon and towards the end of the day.
