At the beginning of the period sunny and hot conditions are expected to dominate countrywide. Scattered thunderstorms are expected to start off from the western and southern parts of the country in Matabeleland North and Matabeleland South provinces from Sunday the 24th, then gradually spread to the remaining provinces to cover much of the country by Wednesday, 27th November 2024 until the end of the outlook period.   The rainfall is expected to be less than 20mm for most areas. Nevertheless, some localized heavy downpours in excess of 30mm in 24hours are probable in some places.

The vegetation condition has improved since the onset of the rain season as evidenced by the NDVI values (Figure 2a) which have significantly increased. The northern most parts of the country: that is parts of Mashonaland West, most of Mashonaland Central, and the north-eastern parts of Mashonaland East have had the most notable improvements. Parts of Midlands, Masvingo and Manicaland have also had similarly notable improvements. However, the southern parts of the country still have poor vegetation health, as seen in Matabeleland South, Bulawayo Metropolitan and Matabeleland North. It is important to note that the extreme end of Matabeleland North was covered by a cloud, which might be obscuring some information. Low NDVI values represent poor vegetation health, while high values indicate better health.
Figure 2b shows the Standardized Precipitation Index at the end of the last dekad of October 2024. The western and southern parts of the country were moderately dry owing to the little effective precipitation received in that period. Most parts of the country were nearly normal except for a few patches in the central parts of the country. With the highest contrast from the remainder of the country where the northern most parts of Mashonaland West and Mashonaland central which were moderately wet.
	
	AGROMET ADVISORY
Land preparation and planting are the various activities being carried out where effective rains have been received. Input procurement is also in progress with maize seed and fertilizers generally available on the market.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Crop stages vary from emergence to vegetative. The early planted irrigated maize crop is at the reproductive stage. Crop condition is fair to good. 
A wet spell is expected during the dekad. Extreme events such as strong winds, lightning and hail are likely to accompany the rains in some of the areas.
